Lasting up to two weeks, this exploration period allows artists to become familiar
with the Alpine and its 201 600 pins while receiving support from our technical
director in a fully equipped studio at minimal cost.

As this trial stay is not a residency, interested artists must provide to their own
lodging, plan a light studio rental budget and become a member of the centre.
La Bande Vidéo can provide a letter of support for artists wishing to obtain a grant
to help cover the related costs.

To apply to this category, please put together in a single file a cover letter
addressing your interest and creative intentions, the desired length of the stay
as well as an up-to-date resume and/or biography.

All submissions (except those related to the pinscreen trial stay
category) must include:

1. A single PDF file containing, in the following order:
e a short biography (100 to 150 words);
e an artist statement;
e aresume;
e a project summary (100 to 150 words);
e a detailed project description;
e technical specifications, if applicable.

e and/or videos (Youtube, Vimeo or other video sharing
platforms).

3. 10 to 15 visuals of the artist’s previous works:
e pictures (jpeg, high resolution);
e or videos (Youtube, Vimeo or other video sharing

platforms).

4. Any other relevant documents.

Proposals received after this date will be discarded.

Following the call for proposals, the annual programming is built
by a peer review committee.

Results will be announced by April 2026. Only artists whose works have been
selected will be contacted.
